l. 2010 Festival Dates

October 21-28, 2010

Il. Submission Fees and Deadlines

1. A completed application and entry fee must accompany each entry.
There are no fee waivers, so please do not ask.
Entries must be postmarked per the following deadlines:
eEarly Fee and Deadline: $25 by April 30
eFinal Fee and Deadline: $40 by June 11
eWithoutabox Extended $50 by June 17 (online only)
Note: Receive S5 off early and final fees via Withoutabox
2. Make payment by check or money order in US dollars payable to
SAN DIEGO ASIAN FILM FOUNDATION or SDAFF

3. Entry fees are non-refundable.

l1l. Programs

The Festival accepts films/videos in the following genres: narrative
feature, narrative short, documentary feature, documentary short, and
animation. Festival programmers may use their discretion to place your
film in the appropriate category.

IV. Eligibility

1. Films/videos entered into competition must be directed or
principally acted by an artist of Asian or Pacific Islander descent;
or whose subject matter relates to Asian or Pacific Islander culture.
Clarify questions of eligibility prior to submission of entry.

2. Entries must have been completed after October 1, 2008.

3. Feature length entries cannot have been exhibited previously in
San Diego at a film festival or commercial venue, or be available for
rent or purchase on prerecorded video for American audiences
with English subtitles.

4. Each project entered into competition must pay an entry fee.
There is no limit to the number of qualifying entries by any entrant
so long as an entry form and fee accompanies each entry.

5. Foreign language entries must be subtitled in English.

6. Films/videos cannot be re-entered into competition if previously
rejected from the San Diego Asian Film Festival.

7. Entrants shall obtain all licenses, royalties, and permits necessary
to present their work. Entrant will assume all costs arising from the
use of patented, trademarked, franchised or copyrighted music,
materials, devices, processes, or dramatic rights used in production
of work.

8. Entries previously exhibited on the Internet are eligible for entry so
long as they meet the above requirements.

V. Feature and Short Definition

A feature is any work of running time forty minutes or longer; less than
forty minutes running time designates a short.

VI. Submission Materials

1. All entries must include the following:
(a) DVD labeled with film title, director, contact telephone
number, and running time. PAL and mini DV are
NOT acceptable
(b) Completed Festival Entry Form
(c) High-res digital stills of film
(d) Entry Fee

2. The Festival is not responsible for returning DVD screeners.

VI. Selection

. Festival programming staff will select and invite films at their
discretion. Entrants will be notified as to their selection status via
email, regular mail, and/or phone on or about July 3, 2010.

2. Selected filmmakers are expected to provide as much of the
following as possible:
(a) Exhibition print or video; the Festival exhibits work in only the
following formats, regardless of origination: 35mm film,
BetaSP NTSC, Digibeta NTSC (feature lengths only) and HDcam
(feature lengths only). PAL, miniDV, DVD and other formats are
NOT acceptable for exhibition.

(b) Full press kit including film stills and director photo
digital TIFF files of minimum 300 dpi on CD-ROM;
synopsis; full production credits; and director biography .
Additional collateral material including postcards,
posters, etc. may be included if available.

(c) Clips or trailer to be used for press, promotion, and
awards ceremony.

3. Selected films may be screened multiple times during the course of
the Festival at our discretion, and clips from films may be used for
promotional purposes. Films will also be archived in the festival’s
internal library for historical purposes.

4. The San Diego Asian Film Foundation and the San Diego Asian Film
Festival are not responsible for any damage to films/videos during
shipping, handling, or screening.

VIIl. Screening Fees

The Festival does not pay rental fees; instead we choose to invest our
resources in producing the best possible showcase for your work and
promoting your work as widely as possible.

IX. Awards

The Festival presents the following awards to films in competition:

Best Narrative Feature; Best Documentary Feature: Best Narrative Short;
Best Documentary Short; Best Animation; and Grand Jury Award.

Winners will be recognized during the festival’s Gala Awards Dinner on
October 23, 2010.
